Having completed my 3rd year as President, I’m very proud of our accomplishments and I’m excited about the 2010/11 season. I look forward to guiding our club during our exciting expansion year as we move to 8 divisions of 6 teams. There will only be one change to the BOD’s this year,  as we felt that we needed as little change as possible, to complete our expansion to a bigger and better club. Many thanks to Jim Lahey, Director Off-Ice (referee member) who has served as Director for 4 years and his behind the scene efforts, positive attitude, hard work and co-operation will truly be missed! We are excited to have Jim moving to full-time player status and the very important role as convener of our new division.
The 2009/10 season was another tremendous success for the Club and in 2010/11 we celebrate our 35th anniversary, with over a 1000 full-time and pool players! Continued participation by many volunteers is nothing short of amazing. Some of the highlights of our past season include:

We continue to evaluate opportunities that will help us sustain, grow and develop our great programs. We initiated our new look sweaters and logo this year and they were a hansom addition to our play on the ice. We now look better than we play, but that’s not so bad is it?  As part of a unique group of ice users we have made a commitment to pay 50% of the costs of the twinning of the Appleby Ice Centre. This move from 2 to 4 pads has been the focal point of our growth strategies. Many thanks to Past President, Frank McKeown for his efforts, with the Ice User group and the City of Burlington. With our commitment to support the twinning we were allocated and guaranteed an amount of ice time. This guarantee of ice removes the restriction that has been a cumbersome challenge over recent years.  A lot of the effort by Board Members and our Expansion Committee has been focused on planning and implementing a recruitment drive to add the additional 96 full-time players required fill our new division. Peter Greig, VP Membership has meticulously worked to get the additional members registered and we are pleased to have exceeded our membership goal and are now filling the pools!

The Club’s governance remains strong, and I had the pleasure to work with such an enthusiastic and supportive Board of Directors (BOD). The clubs operations do not happen unless “a group of dedicated individuals all work together to achieve a common goal”. We welcomed new directors Wendall Ahearn as Director On–Ice replacing Rob Field who moved to the role of VP Hockey.  Robs leadership of hockey operations and our divisional conveners are a powerful force that flows down to every member of our club. His strength as chair of our expansion committee was pivotal in steering us to success this year. Also joining the BOD was Mark Buchanan (Previously Convener, Red Division) who jumped into the VP Administration position. Lino Fera, VP Communications and Chuck Caruana Board Secretary switched roles and we saw a seamless transition to their new responsibilities. What a tremendous job they all did, not only taking on new responsibilities but excelling in their roles. Our plans for 2010/11 season will see the Director Off-Ice role being eliminated and replaced with Director Information Technology as we believe this growing role requires more attention and allows us to focus on growth areas of our club.
The Web site continues to expand and be the central point of all communication through the club. This was the first year that we dropped the schedule from our booklet and relied totally on the web for this communication. The schedules were “downloadable” and adjustments / schedule changes flowed seamlessly to each division. These changes were also communicated by “email blasts” to our membership, advising of any significant changes that were to occur. Conveners entered the scores of games on the site and standings and other information were immediately updated. Thanks to Bob Wood, for all of his efforts on scheduling. Participation in our Web Banner advertising program was a real hit as we increased our participants by 25%.  I have heard nothing but praise for our web banners used to communicate special events and happening. Many thanks to all of the volunteers as it is truly a team effort. 
The Club’s active support for the community makes all of us very proud.  The members supported BOWSER’s and had a record contribution of over $12,000 in 2009/10. Thanks to Michelle Wood and Barb Charron and all of the Bowser Babes. The Invitational Tournament and our Ham & Turkey Roll continues to be a success and our 2 largest fundraisers of the year. Many thanks to Rick Fox, Invitational Tournament Chair and Dave Missions, Ham &Turkey Chair and their teams for another successful year. Once again this year the membership stepped up and special recognition to the White and Grey Divisions for their outstanding efforts and results. It’s great to know that a night of fun is all that is needed to motivate our guys! This year we were pleased to make a $7,000 cash contribution to Carpenter Hospice who is our charity of choice.   

We continue to benefit from the positive relationship between our players and 30 member refs who do their best to keep our games flowing smoothly while keeping a lid on some of our more spirited players. Our Referee Association is structured and is a key part of the strength of our club. Many thanks to  Peter Woodhouse, Rick Grean, Bob Pring, Frank Belager, Jim Boyd and especially Mike Veerman, Executive Referee and Chief,  for his  for his leadership efforts and participation in BOD meetings. Welcome and thanks to Allan Hale, who took on responsibility for our timekeepers, and they all did a fantastic job keeping our games on track and reported.
Congratulations to all of you, who “get it” and understand that our club is about fun and fellowship. We had another year of few discipline meetings. The Club will continue to be aggressive in the discipline area as the BOD’s and Conveners view this as a critical component to the Club’s success. Bruce Marsh, Director Fundraising & Discipline Chair was the driving force behind our fundraising efforts and even managed to keep control of the few rowdies that forgot they were not going to the NHL. Way to go Bruce!
“Hector’s” continued to serve us well, although with a tough economy and the new lower tolerance for alcohol, we saw reduced sales over the year. Outside rentals were strong and members were participating, they are just buying fewer refreshments.  As you will see in Mark Buchanan’s report we have added improvements to our club that will serve our growing needs well. We welcomed Stan Ruhl to the official role of Lounge Manager and Hector’s has never looked better!

The Club’s finances continue to be very strong. We invested funds in building our exposure within the community through our new branding and player recruitment efforts. We added more structure to our reporting of financials for individual events in order to properly identify our costs and better budget for future expenses. Richard Krummancher and his staff continue to bring strong accounting practices and discipline to our club’s operation.

I want to offer a special mention to the Conveners, Co-Convenors, Pool Convenors, and Captains who are the ones who really make the 50 game season a success.

Ice User Report

· Appleby Arena Construction Video 
As advised at last year’s AGM, the Appleby Expansion was scheduled to be approved by Council on May 25, 2009. The project was approved and construction is nearing completion. The two new ice pads will be operational sometime in August and we anticipate no issues with meeting the winter ice allocation schedule. 
The Ice Users spent considerable time revamping ice allocation to meet all user needs. A new schedule was developed and we think shows a modest improvement. There are fewer Skyway games and a small reduction in 11PM games. 
The construction project is expected to come in below budget which will result in a modest decrease in the debt allocated to Users. The surcharge is already established for the 2010-2011 season so we will see the benefit of the cost reduction in the future. 

The new allocation program was the focus of activities this year. We continue to work with Users to address on-going arena issues including cleanliness, ice conditions, and general maintenance.
I would like to note to our members that although we have a ice surcharge to pay for Appleby, our ice costs, including surcharge,  are very close to market, a couple of bucks higher than Oakville and lower than the Wave.

The Burlington Oldtimers Hockey Club Inc. (BOHC) is a not for profit organization with a mandate to provide fun, fellowship and year round hockey for the citizens of Burlington who are 35 years of age and older.  As an organization, we also give back to the community we live in.  Funds raised through such events as our Ham and Turkey Roll held each fall and our Invitational Tournament held each spring are donated to local charities.

Current year results
We have provided a full set of Audited Financial Statements for your review and they will hang at the entrance of the club house.  This report provides a summary of our results:

The Burlington Oldtimers’ Hockey Club is a $550,000 organization.  The financial statements are separated into major groups to help us manage and understand our organization.  These groups are:

· Hockey Operations (which include both summer and winter hockey)

· Invitational tournament held each year in February

· Lounge activities

· Social activities (which include the annual Ham and Turkey Roll held each year in November and the Golf tournament held in May 2009)

· Administrative costs to operate our organization.
Operating income for each activity includes the direct cost associated with that activity and does not include administrative costs.  Administrative costs are presented separately and we have not attempted to allocate these costs to the different activities. 
Each year the board develops an annual budget for the next fiscal year. This year’s budget was approved in August 2009 for fiscal year May 1, 2009 to April 30, 2010.  For this fiscal year the clubs objective was to break even while holding membership fee’s constant.  For 2009 – 2010 the board approved a budget with a small deficit of $6,225.  Actual results show a deficit of $4,711 or $1,514 better then we planned.

Actual results will always be different than the budget and this year is no exception. Though overall results where meet, results in the major areas mentioned above were quite different.

Winter Hockey
Revenues from Winter Hockey make up 66% of our overall budget. The results came in very close to expected with a number of minor things contributing to the short fall.  An example, this year we used more prime time ice and less non prime ice.  Prime time ice this year cost $216.22 per hour and non prime time ice cost $190.30 per hour. 

Below in “The Future” section I will talk a little more about where we expect fees to go.
Summer Hockey
Summer hockey exceeded expectations.  This was a result of a 17 game season; the plan was for a 14 game season.  In addition, the use of pool players helped to improve results.  The use of pool players contributed $1,520 to the results.

Invitational Tournament
The invitational tournament does a few things for our club.  It promotes tournament hockey to the communities around Burlington. Also, it promotes our Brand as an organization that stands for “Balance, Fair play and Community.”  From a financial perspective it does two things for our club.  For our community, we made a financial contribution to the Carpenter Hospice of $7,000 this year.  For our club the surplus of $11,926 is used to offset or reduce our annual membership fees.  More on this in the Future’s section.

Hectors (Lounge)
First, I would like to thank lounge management for doing an amazing job making Hector’s a very professional looking facility.  The key now is for our members to use the club.  This will be a focus for the 2010 2011 season.
Hector’s is always the most difficult to budget for because of the nature of the activity.  This year is no exception. 
Sales this year were expected to come in at $100,125.  Sales for 2009 were $94,320. Actual results for 2010 are $78,360, or $15,960 less than last year and $21,765 less than the budget.

The Gross profit margin is where it is supposed to be and costs are all in line.  The full amount of the short fall this year is the result of reduced revenues.

Hectors’ is an important part of our organization and the membership has indicated that it is part of the fabric of BOHC.  From a business perspective Hectors is not fully burdened.  Hector’s pays no rent or utilities.  These costs are included in the Administration section.    But it comes at a cost.  If we were to burden Hector’s (lounge) with rent and utilities, we would estimate the cost to be around $35 per BOHC member.
Golf Tournament
This event is supposed to break even. This year it ran a deficit of $2,047 as we did not meet expected registrations. As a result the board decided not to support the golf tournament as it is a non hockey event.
Ham and Turkey Roll 

This annual event contributes financially to the league to offset the cost of hockey.  Not only is it a fun event but the members appreciate the efforts of the Ham and Turkey Roll committee.

Administration
Administration came in on budget except for one item.  We received a credit for ice rental that relates to the 2008 year when we over estimated ice costs.  The club will receive this benefit for 3 years and is being used to offset our costs.
Balance Sheet
As at April 30th, 2010 the club has reserves $164,389.
The Future
As most of you are aware the 5 % GST is changing to HST of 13%.  Most of the members this year were able to defer this cost one year by prepaying their registration by April 30th 2010 for the 2010-2011 Season. This however will not be the case next year and membership fees will go up a minimum of $45.00 per player because of the HST.

We are also expecting other operating costs to increase putting additional pressure on membership fees.  I am forecasting that shortly we will be at the $600.00 mark to play hockey.

To put this all into perspective, even with these increased costs we will continue to be the low cost provider of hockey in town.  Part of this is accomplished by the efforts of our volunteers, the use of pool players, the invitational tournament and the Ham and Turkey Roll. These items combined bring in about $45,000 which offsets the cost of hockey and helps reduce our fee by $65.00 per player per year.

Going into our expansion year we have additional financial unknowns which include total membership head count, reduced player pool revenues and ice usage costs.  These will all be considered as we plan for the future. Our goal of course is to maintain our position as the low cost provider of quality hockey while maintaining our objective of “Balance, Fair play and Community.”

So my request to all members this next year is to continue to promote the club as a great organization to belong to, for the Capitan’s please use the player pool, to all members support the Invitational Tournament, the Ham and Turkey and of course Hectors. 

Finally, thank you for appointing me your Treasurer and allowing me to serve this great Club.  This is an amazing organization and I encourage all of you to get involved.

Have a great summer and we will see you on the ice in September.
VP Hockey Report

Officials
Our referees had the challenge of implementing the standard of play rules that have been adopted by most hockey organizations. Mike Veerman (Referee in Chief) organized training sessions for the officials and gave a demonstration of the new obstruction rules at the Captain/Convener meeting.  It did not take long for the league to adapt to the new rules which is a testament to the quality of officiating we have in our league. 
The Agreement for referee services is due for renewal for the 2010/2011 season. I will be working with Mike Veerman and our board to execute this agreement which expires on September 17, 2010.
Round Robin
The round robin was chaired by Jeff Chapman with the championship Sunday games being held at Central arena. The games were very close with three requiring overtime. I would like to thank Jeff for his commitment and dedication to our Round Robin. There is considerable planning required for the event and Jeff has developed an extensive checklist to keep it on track.  Jeff has managed the Round Robin for several years and has informed us that he would like to hand over the duties for the 2011 Round Robin.

Gunther Kaschuba will become the new Chair of the Round Robin.  Gunther has worked closely with Jeff on the event for several years as both volunteer and VP of Hockey. This is an important event for our club and I am pleased that Gunther has accepted this responsibility with the BOHC.
Ice Allocation Committee 
(Andrew Griffith, Brian Blume, Peter Greig, Lino Fera, Brian Smith, Frank McKeown)

The BOHC committed to six (6) hours per week of extra ice as part the Ice Users agreement for the expansion of Appleby arena. The Ice allocation committee was formed to develop recommendations for the use of the extra ice time. There were several options presented but it was agreed that organized hockey is what we do best. The results of the Ice Allocation Committee were as follows:
1. Expand the league to 8 divisions (48 teams)  

2. Membership Drive is required for the expansion - It has been estimated that 2 teams could be assimilated from the current player pool; therefore we would need to acquire approximately 80 skaters (60 full time) 

3. Relax boundaries -   To bring in the skaters required for expansion, we recommend a temporary (one-time) invitation for players outside of the city limits.

4.  Discounted pool memberships - it was recommended that a discount be granted to players who join the pool in late winter to secure a full time spot next year. Their regular $50.00 pool fee would be put towards next year's full time fee. We would also guarantee the first 75 players to sign up would achieve full time status next year.
New “Black” Division is placed between White and Green Divisions
On Saturday May 15th 2010, the league hosted four exhibition games to assess the new players and assign them to a suitable division.  Two teams from the White Division and two teams from the Green Division faced off against four teams made up of 60 new players.

All of our Conveners were in attendance to watch the games and assign players to a suitable division. Based on the exhibition games, and previous player ratings from pool games, the proper placement of the new division was unanimously agreed to be between the White and Green Divisions.
We are excited about the challenge of implementing the new division for the 2010/2011 season.

Hectors Lounge 
This past season we were faced with a number of new challenges that influenced the success of Hector’s Lounge. The tough economic time experienced over the last year was likely the greatest factor contributing to the decrease of sales & profits. Some of our improvements were done targeting increased rentals by non-members as Hector’s is the only venue of this size in Burlington available at a reasonable cost.
With Stan Ruhl managing the day-to-day operations of Hector’s, and with help from 
Tom Clancy & Peter Austin, we have seen constant improvements over the course of the 
2009-2010 hockey season. 

1. The elimination of food preparation on-site has greatly improved the overall cleanliness of the facility.

2. The introduction of various “Pub Packages” from Pizzaville has streamlined food availability & controlled costs to the players & teams.

3. With new locks installed & keys assigned only to people who need access to Hectors we have improved security.

4. The large projection television with computer compatibility was installed.

5. High definition television was introduced.

6. Wireless internet access is now available.

7. Screenscape promotional & information program was launched to help keep everyone informed with BOHC news.
Future plans for Hectors include, but are not limited to:

1. The 3 old televisions will be replaced for next season.

2. One of the new televisions will be designated to run Screenscape full time allowing us to keep members informed & as a new source of advertising revenue.

3. An improved display for E-Store merchandise will be installed.

4. Sunday promotions with special pricing to try to generate more use of Hector’s on this typically quiet day.

I have taken on the VP Communication role for the year 2009-10 knowing that BOHC requires members to step forward to occasionally volunteer their time and provide the assistance required to run our great organization.  There is a great deal of information to digest as it relates to running an organization like the Burlington Oldtimers Hockey Club.  In our case we have the responsibility of managing information as it relates to certain aspects of our League which includes our Website, our Lounge, our Players Booklet and continuous announcements and engagements.

went into all of our planning and execution of our programs by committed members such as Jeff Armour, Marc Gallant, Ian Bichon, Dominic Cecol and the IT guys, Tom Clancy and 
Richard Zabransky.  I love these guys who never said no to me but rather how can I help!

“The internet is here to stay.”   I am certain everyone has heard of this point.  People are much more internet savvy and recent publications have indicated that the average household has two computers in the home.  Add to this, I-phone, Blackberries and laptops which make everyone plugged into the communications highway.  I am glad to see that Richard Zabransky will take a greater role as the person responsible for Information Technology and will be implementing great things for our organization.

As we enter the 2010-11 season, Communications will continue to provide the necessary services this organization requires.  We will be dealing once again with those areas that constantly need attention such as:

· The 2010/11 Players Booklet - The booklet will move to serve as more of a personal directory of numbers and addresses for all members currently playing in our league.

· Advertising Programs - These revenues will come from those companies/individuals accessing our membership through our website and Players Booklet.

· Email Communication Blasts – This service will grow as we need to stay in touch and be informed.
· Continuous new projects which allow us to brand our name and create awareness within our community and beyond our community.
Information Technology Report                         Richard  Zabransky
This is the first year Information Technology has presented a yearend report to the AGM so it is worthwhile to describe its mandate, and well as past and ongoing efforts. The mandate of information technology has been to two fold;
1) Improve communications to the membership.

2) Improve efficiency of BOHC by using information technology to reduce workload on volunteers.
Past accomplishments to improve membership communications include: 

· The integration of the accounting system and web site to provide more accurate and timely team and pool membership.

· Integration of the scheduling data into the website to provide an up to date schedule throughout the season.

· Ability for the printing of individual team schedules and ability for electronic calendar integration to allow players to import their team schedule into their phone or computer.

· Large home page graphics to notify members of important events

Past accomplishments to reduce volunteer workload include: 

· Providing a uniform facility for conveners to maintain scores on the web, reducing effort to maintain the web standings while providing more timely updates for members.

· Integration of scheduling data to reduce work workload for scheduling team during initial load as well as intra-season changes

· Integrate the end of season Horse Race statistics into the web, greatly reducing work required by Horse Race organizers.

· Developed processes to automate laborious accounting system functions involved with the draft and resetting of over 1000 players maintained in the accounting system.

Last year, we began to develop the processes for mass emailing to better inform the membership of upcoming events.
As the league grows there is a greater need and opportunity to improve process and reduce the work required by the volunteers, particularly in the areas of accounting, scheduling, pool management, and game management.
Next year we will begin greater integration of these functions and well as identify new projects to improve efficiency. Top priorities will include:

· Accommodations for new division

· Better accounting system access for finance and membership maintenance

· Changes to web site to handle advertising and membership alerts

· Continued improvements to the emailing system
