President’s Report

It seems like yesterday, but two (2) years have passed since I filled the role of BOHC President. I am having so much fun that I have agreed to run for another two (2) year term. I look forward to completing one more year as President and handing the reigns over to one of the other current directors. 

The 2009 season was another tremendous success for the Club. Continued participation by so many volunteers is nothing short of amazing. Some of the highlights of the season include:

1. The Web site continues to expand and be the central point of all communication through the club. Downloadable schedules, conveners enter the scores of game and the site, standings and other information is immediately updated. Scheduled changes and up to date current information are the norm as apposed to the exception. Our web banners are fantastic, and they are now being used to communicate special events and happening. Advertisers can now be found on our new ad section/tab allowing immediate access to links instead of searching randomly for the specific ads. It is our intent to continue to expand and increase our participants and offer special Home page banner advertising.

2. Our lounge was named “Hectors” and new outside signage has been added sporting our new Hectors logo, and all lounge bar tenders sport the standard blue uniform and Hectors Logo. Hectors continues to serve our needs well, however we thought it might be best to search for other possible locations that my serve our needs better. It was determined that it is in our best interest to stay in our current location and some minor capital expenditure will be undertaken this year. The Friday Pub nights continue to be a hit. We welcomed Stan Ruhl in the role of Lounge Manager after Peter Austin resigned from the position to spend the winter skiing in Quebec. Many thanks to Peter and Stan, has successfully transitioned in this role. Member bookings are up and revenues have increased in these recessionary times. We were also happy to see the paving of the parking lot and the addition of more parking places.

3. We continue to benefit from the positive relationship between our players and 30 member refs who do their best to keep our games flowing smoothly while keeping a lid on some of our more spirited players. We introduced the “Blue Ice” rule this year and with an adjustment period we found it worked well to protect our valuable goalies. Following the recommendation from the rules committee we will be initiating the obstruction rules that are in place in other leagues and the NHL.  We continue to focus on safety first, and our enforcement of the goalie neck guard rule will remain in place. Many thanks to Mike Veerman for his efforts and participation in BOD meetings. 

4. Congratulations to all of you, who “get it” and understand that our club is about fun and fellowship, and as usual we had minimum Discipline meetings. The Club will continue to be aggressive in the Discipline area as the Board and Conveners view this as a critical component to the Club’s success.

5. The Club’s finances continue to be very strong. We invested funds in building our exposure within the community through our new branding and player recruitment efforts. We added more structure to our reporting of financials for individual events in order to properly identify our costs and better budget for future expenses. Player Fees, which continue to be the best deal around were held firm, this year, however most likely there will be increases for the 2010/01 season. Over the last year we realized increased ice costs, referee and time keeper hourly wage increases, along with the general cost increases for alcohol and other areas of our operation. Detailed financial results are reported in the Treasurer report.

6. The Club’s community contributions continued. The members again provided tremendous support to BOWSER’s and we surpassed the $100,000 cash contribution mark and over 60,000 food items. The Invitational tournament continues to be a success and our largest fundraiser of the year. Many thanks to Kelts Beggs who will be stepping down as Tournament Chair and we welcome Rick Fox to the very important position. Once again this year the membership stepped up and achieved record prize table ticket sales supported but a Pub Night reward for their efforts. It’s great to know that a night of fun is all that is needed to motivate our guys!  Once again we made major contributions to Carpenter Hospice and this year we donated funds to “Oliver Crowe” a 16 year who is fighting the battle with brain cancer.   

7.  The Club’s governance remains strong, and I had the pleasure to work with such an enthusiastic and supportive board. New directors were elected and Lino Fera took on the role of Board Secretary, Bruce Marsh as Discipline Chair and Rob Field in the new role of Director of On-Ice. The communication team was expanded this year and the awesome results say it all!

8. We continue to evaluate opportunities that will help us sustain, grow and continue to develop our great programs. Last year we initiated a search for alternative locations for our club, but decided that staying on our current lounge was in our best interest. We are pleased to announce that this year we will all be sporting new jerseys with our updated LOGO and color schemes. We may be older but we will look good! Speaking of looking good, how amazing was it to have the Stanley cup there for our Championship day? Our future looks bright and our focus of maintaining our status as the worlds largest and finest Old-timer Hockey League, and always striving for Balance, Fair Play and Community.

Ice User Report – Appleby Expansion

The City of Burlington approved the Appleby Expansion project for the 2009 budget. Tender was approved by the Corporate and Community Services Committee on May 13 and will be confirmed by Council May 25, 2009. Ground breaking is being scheduled for sometime in mid-June. 

As many of you may have read, the final tender cost came in below budget. As a result, Users will see a one-time small increase in the surcharge we pay on ice. All Users, including occasional renters, pay this fee. BOHC will see a one-time increase of about 2% to our ice costs in 2010 as a result of the expansion. 

The expansion will add two ice pads to the Appleby facility. One ice pad will be dedicated to figure skating and will result in the vast majority of figure skating and synchronized skating on the dedicated ice pad. We all expect to see improved ice conditions as a result. 

Ice Users have been guaranteed ice time by the City for 15 years as a result of the Appleby Expansion agreement between Ice Users and the City. We are committed to use City facilities during this period. 

Ice time will continue to be allocated based on City policies. We all hope to see some improved times although the change will not be dramatic.

The Burlington Old-timers Hockey Club Inc. (BOHC) is a not for profit organization with a mandate to provide fun, fellowship and year round hockey for the citizens of Burlington who are 35 years of age and older.  As an organization, we also give back to the community we live with funds raised through such events as our Ham and Turkey Roll held each fall and our Invitational Tournament held each spring.

Current year results

We have provided a full set of Audited Financial Statements for your review at the club house and they will hang at the entrance to the club house. This report provides a summary of our results:

The financial statements are separated into major groups to help us manage and understand our organization.  These groups are:

· Hockey Operations (which include both summer and winter hockey)

· Invitational tournament held each year in February

· Lounge activities

· Social activities (which include the annual Ham and Turkey Roll held each year in November and the Golf tournament held each Spring)

· Administrative costs to operate our organization.

Operating income for each activity includes the direct cost associated with that activity and does not include administrative costs.  Administrative costs are presented separately and we have not attempted to allocate these costs to the different activities.  

Each year the board develops an annual budget for the next fiscal year.  The object is to have a balanced budget were the fees charged to play hockey and revenues earned equal the expenses to operate our club. However actual results will always be different than the budget and this year is no exception.  This past year the club ran a deficit for the first time in a number of years. Below I will explain how this happened. The club is still very well funded with reserves of $169,000.

Winter Hockey

The major reason for the over spend in Winter Hockey is the cost of ice and the number of prime time games played.  Total ice costs for the year is $259,000 or 46% of our total budget.  

During the budgeting process we anticipated an increase in ice cost of 3% when in actual fact ice cost increased 4.5%.  Additionally we budgeted for 888 games of prime time ice, in actual fact we played 941 games.  Prime time ice costs an additional $25 per hour.  The result is ice cost us $8,000 more than expected, which directly affects the bottom line.  The remaining differences are all minor when compared to the budget.

Summer Hockey

Summer hockey did not meet budget for one reason. Last summer there was a shortage of goalies and the goalies played for free. Our budget assumed they would pay to play.

Invitational Tournament

The invitational tournament from a financial perspective does two things for our league.  It contributes to the community by allowing BOHC to make donations and it also contributes to our league to help keep our fees at a reasonable level. This past year the invitational tournament allowed the league to make donations totaling $9,112 to the Carpenter Hospice and the Oliver Crowe Trust.  

The difference between this year and prior years is during the budgeting process the expectation was the club  would get paid first based on the budget and any surplus would be donated to the charities selected.

Hectors (Lounge)

Hectors is always the most difficult to budget for because of the nature of the activity.  This year revenue is up, margin improved and cost kept under control.

From a business perspective Hectors is not fully burdened with having to pay rent or utilities.  These costs are included in the Administration section.  Hectors is an important part of our organization and the membership has indicated that it is part of the fabric of BOHC.  But it comes at a cost.  If we were to burden Hectors (lounge) with rent and utilities, we would estimate the cost to be around $35 per BOHC member.

Golf Tournament

This annual event is supposed to break even. This year it ran a deficit of $405 as we did not meet expected registrations. For the 2009 – 2010 we have incurred the same situation.

Ham and Turkey Roll 

This annual event contributes financially to the league.  This past year the Ham and Turkey committee requested their desire to contribute not only to the club but to charity.  What was agreed to is the first $5,500 of fund raising would go to the club and the balance to charity.  This year the Ham and Turkey contributed $1,853 to the Oliver Crowe Trust.

The $500 shortfall is due to the amount that was supposed to remain with the league being posted at $5,000 instead of $5,500.

Administration

Administration came in on budget.  Of the $61,000 annual budget, rent and utilities make up 57% or 35,000 of the total spend.  

Actual Results to Prior Year Results

The statement of revenue and expense you have in front of you shows a deficit of $11,767 compared to a surplus in the prior year of $30,365 for a total difference of $42,132.  Revenues year over year are up $10,000, but expenses are up dramatically year over year. Most of these increased costs were budgeted for and explained in the first part of this report. What is important to notice is the trend.  The challenge and tough decisions that will need to be made by your next board of directors will be to control costs or increase fees for the 2010 – 2011 season.

The major cost increases this past year were, ice rental, referee fees, plaques prizes and volunteer recognition programs, our charitable events and advertising.

The Future

On a very positive note the BOHC along with the other major ice user groups in Burlington has signed an ice user agreement with the City of Burlington as part of the Appleby expansion.  This agreement insures we will be allotted ice for the next 15 years.  However, we must abide by the City bylaws or we could find ourselves in the position of having ice, not being able to use it and still having to pay for it.

This year we have delayed the approval of the budget for 2009 – 2010.  This was done for a few reasons.  The main reason being, with the new board approving the budget they are also responsible to live by it.

Fees for hockey are expected to increase for the 2010 – 2011 season. The harmonization of the PST and GST based on what we know today will increase fee’s $40 per full time skater.  Based on the cost increases in other areas, an increase is very likely.

Finally, thank you for appointing me your treasurer and allowing me to serve this great Club.  This is an amazing organization and I encourage all of you to get involved.

Have a great summer and we will see you on the ice in September.

This season my role was split with the new position of Director of On-Ice Operations, Rob Field.   The area of working with the conveners and captains was left to Rob and his report will better reflect the on-ice activities.

The refereeing this season was very good without any incident requiring review.  As a reminder, our last Referee Agreement provided a review process for a particular referee.  If a convener gave cause, in writing, that the referee in question may not be appropriate for a division or his ability came into question, the Referee Association would initiate the review process and take appropriate action.   There were no reviews requested this season.

It should be noted the Referee Agreement comes due in August 2010. Renewal discussions should take place with the next Board.

The Rules Committee met to address the issue of goalie equipment.  It was determined most goalies were not playing with the proper neck protection as the current rule was not specific.  This has been changed and accepted by the board that all goalies must wear both the neck protector and the throat guard.  All goalies are now compliant

The rules committee also recommended that BOHC go to the Standard of Play rules as has been implemented by most other leagues.  This standard of Play should see a reduction in the 'stick work' many players complain about not being called.  The Board has agreed to this request.  The referees will be required to attend a training clinic prior to the start of the 2009/2010 season so that all the referees in BOHC are calling games the same way.

The Round Robin was chaired by Jeff Chapman and was a very successful day and was held at Central Arena and with the Stanley Cup brought in as a fund raiser.  The games were close, there were no on ice issues and the players indicated they had a great time.  The arena staff should be commended for maintaining good ice conditions considering it was a warm day and the entrance doors were constantly open.   I would like thank Jeff Chapman for all his efforts to make this day a success, Chuck Caruana for arranging the Stanley Cup, Stan Ruhl, lounge manager, for moving the bar to the Central as well as the many other volunteers who assisted

Ice conditions, more so at Mainway, are still a problem especially on days when the outside temperature is on the plus side.  Part of the problem is operators putting on too much water and inadequate equipment. Mainway is doing equipment improvements this summer, so it is hoped that these issues will be lessened next season.

Summer hockey started May 6th with 8 teams, all filled, a health pool of players and a number of wannabe full time players waiting for a spot.  So far we have replaced 3 full timers.  The Summer Hockey Committee has provided the Board with an operating procedure alleviating any work requirement of any board members through the summer.  A discipline procedure has also been proposed jointly with the Discipline Chair in the event a discipline issue occurs.

Standard of Play - it was recommended by the Rules Committee that BOHC adopt the full enforcement of the Standard of Play where all ‘obstruction’ be called as penalties starting with the ’09 season.  This has been adopted by all other hockey organizations.

2) Vote on rule Rule Change (CAHRA # 24) 

Page 67 #6, second paragraph which begins “CHA Rule 24 specifies…” this will now read:  CAHRA Rule 24 specifies “all players must wear CSA Approved helmets and facial protection, securely fastened at all times.  Full CSA approved unaltered face shields, full head protection, approved plastic throat guard attached to the mask/helmet and approved throat/neck protector are mandatory for all goal- tenders. Goaltenders with newer type equipment where the neck protector is integrated into the body armor are deemed to be compliant.

3) Announcement of new Conveners for 2009/2010.
